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Aeronautical Safety
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The aim of this module is to make students to understand the importance of
aviation safety, construct the prevention strategies, and investigate and analyze
accident cases. The rate of accident occurrence is approximately double higher
than average in Taiwan. In order to advance the aviation safety, decrease the
occurrence of accident, and to achieve the goal of non-accident, it should be
carried out that to examine each fault, to build up the system of aviation safety
management and each risk management mechanism. The aviation safety system
consists of government organizations (Ministry of Transportation and
Communication, Civil Aeronautics Administration, military, and Aviation Safety
Council), commercial aviation industry, aircrafts production industry, civil

organizations, and the masses (passengers and the residents around airports).
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This module includes fifteen topics: the philosophy of aviation safety management, human factors,
airlines resource management, maintain resource management, aviation safety risk management, airport
security management, runway invasion, aviation safety control, the accidents of bird-hitting, helicopter
safety management, cabin security management, dangerous articles management, the research of

aviation safety index, the effects of airlines management upon aviation safety, and so on.
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
